Summary of Coach Training Requirements for CYO Athletics - SAMPLE

1.
Background Check.   All first-time coaches must pass an archdiocesan background check. Forms are available at the parish, school office, or on the archdiocesan website: click here.  Returning coaches must complete a background check once every two years.  To verify your current background-check status, contact: (insert contact email here). 
2.
Play Like A Champion.  All first-time coaches are required to attend the "Play Like a Champion" Training.  This three-hour seminar introduces 
all volunteers to the CYO coaching philosophy.  This is not an annual training, follow-up training will be required next year, 2012-13.

Safe Environment Program (SEP) Training.  All first year volunteers within the archdiocese must attend a three-hour training program entitled "Called to Protect for Ministries” within 90 days of first contact w/youth.  In subsequent years, annual on-line training is required.  More info about SEP can be found on the Archdiocesan website: click here.  Families may contact the parish or school SEP Coordinator to verify past training.  
4.
Lystedt Law.  This is a Washington state requirement for all sports organizations and leagues.  The required video is shown at all archdiocesan coaches meetings.  There are also requirements for parents in this program, please see the CYO Athletics website for more information at http://seattleoyyam.org/programs/cyo-athletics. 
5.
Seattle Parks and Recreation (SPR) Field Certification.  Each soccer or baseball home team using a Seattle Parks and Recreation field as their home field is required to be certified to follow specific protocols for game day maintenance in order to use the field.  These certification videos required by SPR will be shown at the archdiocesan coaches meetings.
6.
Parish or School Volunteer Orientation.  All first-time volunteers working with students are required to attend an in-house volunteer training session. This orientation takes place at the beginning of each new school year.  Dates TBD. An online, follow-up version of this training is required of all returning volunteers. School families may contact the school office (insert contact email here) to verify past training certification.
7.
Archdiocesan Coaches Meeting.  One coach from each team is required to attend the CYO Athletics coaches meeting in Seattle.  This evening meeting is generally held in the 1-2 weeks prior to the beginning of the respective regular season. Failure to attend the meeting will result in a one game suspension for the coach who cannot attend the game/meet and a forfeit for the team. At this meeting, the CYO Athletics philosophy of coaching is reviewed, rules and regulations are clarified and questions are answered.  Specific information regarding meeting dates, times, and locations is posted on the Archdiocesan website. (There are two options given for soccer, basketball and volleyball)
8.
Parish/School Pre-Season Coaches Meeting.  Coaches may be required to attend a pre-season coaches meeting for their respective sport.  At this meeting, information specific to your season, field / court availability will be discussed and equipment will be distributed. This meeting will be arranged by your sport coordinator. 
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
